69A-64.005 Adjustments to Reflect Consumer Price Index.

(1) Section 112.191, F.S., requires that the Division adjust the statutory amount payable based on the Consumer Price Index for all urban consumers published by the United States Department of Labor. The adjustment is to be effective on July 1 of each year using the most recent month for which data is available as of the time of the adjustment. 

(2) The amounts payable for the period from July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010, using the Consumer Price Index for all urban consumers published by the United States Department of Labor for June, 2009, which is the most recent month for which data is available as of the time of the adjustment, are:

(a) For those benefits paid or to be paid under paragraph (a) of subsection (2) of Section 112.191, F.S.: $59,879.

(b) For those benefits paid or to be paid under paragraph (b) of subsection (2) of Section 112.191, F.S.: $59,879.

(c) For those benefits paid or to be paid under paragraph (c) of subsection (2) of Section 112.191, F.S.: $166,779.27.
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
