40C-44.341 Revocation or Modification of Permits.

(1) The District may revoke or modify a permit in accordance with the provisions of Section 373.429, F.S. and Chapter 40C-1, F.A.C.

(2) The following shall constitute grounds for modification or revocation:

(a) Consistent noncompliance with permit conditions, or

(b) Consistent noncompliance with state water quality standards, or

(c) Noncompliance with waste load allocations, when adopted by District rule, such that the operation has become inconsistent with the objectives of the District, as set forth in section 9.0 of the Applicant’s Handbook: Agricultural Surface Water Management Systems, or

(d) Noncompliance with a pollutant load reduction goal, when adopted by District rule, such that the operation has become inconsistent with the objectives of the District, as set forth in section 9.0 of the Applicant’s Handbook: Agricultural Surface Water Management Systems.
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
