1A-35.005 Grant Funding.

(1) Source of Grant Funds.

(a) The Division of Historical Resources (Division) grants both state and federal funds to assist historic preservation activities authorized by Section 267.0617(2), F.S.

(b) Federal funds for historic preservation grants-in-aid are apportioned to the State of Florida by the U.S. Department of the Interior, pursuant to the National Historic Preservation Act, and are deposited in the Historical Resources Operating Trust Fund pursuant to Section 267.0617, F.S. No Acquisition and Development projects for religious properties may be funded with these federal funds.

(c) The use of federal funds provided by the U.S. Department of the Interior for historic preservation grants-in-aid is subject to the policies, procedures, and guidelines set forth by that agency in the March, 2005 edition of the Historic Preservation Fund Grants Manual, incorporated by reference. A copy of the manual may be obtained by writing or calling the Division and paying the cost of copying.

(d) State funds consist of funds which have been appropriated by the Florida Legislature, made available from dedicated sources, donated pursuant to Section 550.0351(2), F.S., or contributed from any other public or private source, except those federal funds for grants-in-aid received from the U.S. Department of the Interior, pursuant to the National Historic Preservation Act.

(e) Should an entity receive legislative funds outside the review of the Grant Review Panel, Florida Historical Commission, or Secretary of State, the entity shall not be eligible to receive historic preservation grant assistance from the Division for the same project within the same fiscal year in which the legislative funding is made available. 

(2) Funding Categories.

(a) Activities which may receive historic preservation grants-in-aid are divided into two general categories called Acquisition and Development activities and Survey and Planning activities.

1. Acquisition and Development activities include acquisition, preservation, protection, restoration, rehabilitation, stabilization and construction of historical and archaeological sites and properties, and the excavation of archaeological sites, as well as the taking of photographs and the preparation of measured drawings and such other records as are necessary to record historical and archaeological sites and properties threatened with damage or destruction, and planning for any eligible Acquisition and Development activities. Eligible Acquisition and Development activities involving religious structures are limited to exterior activities and only those interior activities that are essential to the preservation of basic structural integrity.

2. Survey and Planning activities include survey and evaluation of historical and archaeological sites and properties; preparation of data for and the actual listing or registering of historical and archaeological sites and properties in the Florida Master Site File or in the National Register of Historic Places; preparation of long-range historic preservation and management plans for historical and archaeological sites and properties; development of automated information management systems to facilitate the recording of data on historical and archaeological sites and properties, or to facilitate the management of information on other subjects pertaining to historic preservation; community education and community relations projects promoting the preservation of historical and archaeological sites and properties in general or specific sites and properties; formation of historic preservation organizations registered under Chapter 617, F.S., as a not for profit corporation in Florida and established as a tax exempt organization as defined in section 501(c)(3) or 501(c)(4) of the Internal Revenue Code; performance of research to study the effectiveness and results of historic preservation programs, methods, and techniques; research of historical documents for the purpose of documenting and evaluating the significance of historical and archaeological sites and properties; publication of the results of any eligible Acquisition and Development or Survey and Planning activities; and planning for any eligible Survey and Planning activities.

(b) Federal grant monies apportioned to the State by the U.S. Department of the Interior, pursuant to the National Historic Preservation Act, are authorized for up to 60% of the cost of all eligible Acquisition, Development, Survey and Planning projects.

1. To be eligible for federal assistance for Acquisition and Development activities, properties must be listed on the National Register of Historic Places or listed as contributing to the significance of a historic district listed on the National Register of Historic Places.

2. In addition, to be eligible for federal Acquisition and Development, or Survey and Planning assistance, projects must conform to the policies, procedures, and guidelines contained in the March, 2005 edition of the Historic Preservation Fund Grants Manual and to any special conditions required by the U.S. Department of the Interior in apportioning monies to the State of Florida from which such projects will be funded. Examples of special conditions include ending dates by which all costs charged against a federal grant must be incurred and any prohibitions against the use of federal grant funds for lobbying activities.

(c) State grant monies are available for up to 100% of the cost of eligible projects for all types, unless otherwise provided by the Legislature.

(d) At least 80% of each donation to the Historical Resources Operating Trust Fund pursuant to Section 550.0351(2), F.S., shall be available for allocation to eligible projects within a 50-mile radius of the racetrack or fronton which held the Charity Day from which the donation is derived. The remaining 20% of each donation may be used for eligible projects in other areas of the state.

(e) The Division will waive the financial matching requirements on state funds awarded for Historic Preservation Grant assistance, except for Special Category Grants, Acquisition of Historic properties and the purchase of historic markers, for an applicant that has been designated as REDI qualified in accordance with Sections 288.0656 and 288.06561, F.S. A request for waiver of matching requirements must be submitted with each grant application.
