5B-38.001 Definitions.

For the purpose of this chapter, the definitions in Section 581.011, F.S., and the following definitions shall apply:

(1) Certificate. An authenticated document, label, or stamp with imprint confirming compliance with the requirements of this regulation.

(2) Compliance Agreement. A written agreement entered into by the State of Florida and a person growing lettuce or dealing in the sale or the movement of regulated articles. The agreement specifies the requirement for issuance of a permit to allow movement of regulated articles or to meet other requirements of these rules.

(3) Lettuce. Plants and plant parts of Lactuca sativa.

(4) Lettuce Advisory Committee. A committee appointed by the Commissioner of Agriculture to act in an advisory capacity to the department.

(5) Lettuce Mosaic. A seed-borne and insect-transmitted virus disease affecting lettuce.

(6) Move. To ship, offer for shipment, receive for transportation, carry, or otherwise transport, move, or allow to be moved.

(7) Person. Any individual, corporation, company, society, association, or other business entity.

(8) Regulated Article. Lettuce mosaic virus, lettuce seeds and plants.

(9) Special Permit. An authenticated document allowing the movement of specific regulated articles to a specific location for treatment, special handling, or utilization.

(10) Suppressive Area. An area where an attempt is being made to eradicate or suppress the virus disease known as lettuce mosaic, including all of Glades, Hendry, and Seminole counties, and portions of Lake, Martin, Orange, and Palm Beach counties where lettuce is commercially produced.
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
