5B-44.002 Purpose of Chapter. 

The purpose of this chapter is to prevent the introduction into and dissemination within the State of Florida of nematodes injurious to citrus. Quarantines and other regulatory action may be utilized in the eradication or containment of known infestations. Certain injurious nematodes of citrus are presently established in Florida. To protect the citrus industry from the injurious effects of these nematodes, this rule chapter prescribes measures to prevent the movement of these nematodes into commercial citrus groves, commercial citrus grove sites, approved citrus nurseries, approved citrus nursery sites, and approved soil pits. This shall be accomplished by restricting the movement of certain nursery stock, soil and other regulated articles.
