5B-44.0116 Requirements for Nematode (BN) Certification of Regulated Articles.

(1) Citrus nursery stock.

(a) Citrus plants shall be grown on approved citrus nursery sites as specified in Rule 5B-44.0113, F.A.C.

(b) Citrus plants must have been produced from seed or from other propagative plant parts determined by the department to be free from injurious nematodes of citrus as described in Rule 5B-44.003, F.A.C.

(c) Citrus plants shall be routinely sampled by the department and found free of injurious nematodes of citrus.

(2) Nursery stock other than citrus.

(a) Nursery stock shall be grown on sites meeting the requirements as specified in Rule 5B-44.0113, F.A.C.

(b) Nursery stock must have been produced from seed or from other propagative plant parts determined by the department to be free of injurious nematodes of citrus as described in Rule 5B-44.003, F.A.C.

(c) Nursery stock shall be routinely sampled by the department and found free of injurious nematodes of citrus.

(3) Soil. Soil, including clay, peat, muck, and other soil types must be excavated from an approved soil pit as specified in 5B-44.0118, F.A.C., which is routinely sampled by the department and found free of injurious nematodes of citrus.

(4) Other regulated articles. Regulated articles such as limerock, debris, used equipment, or other regulated articles capable of transporting or harboring injurious nematodes of citrus listed in Rule 5B-44.003, F.A.C., may be certified by sampling, sanitation practices or other methods approved by the department.
