64B10-10.002 Public Comment.
The Board of Nursing Home Administrators invites and encourages all members of the public to provide comment on matters or propositions before the Board or a committee of the Board. The opportunity to provide comment shall be subject to the following:

(1) Members of the public will be given an opportunity to provide comment on subject matters before the Board after an agenda item is introduced at a properly noticed board meeting.

(2) Members of the public shall be limited to 3 minutes to provide comment. This time shall not include time spent by the presenter responding to questions posed by Board members, staff or board counsel. The chair of the Board may extend the time to provide comment if time permits.
(3) A member of the public shall notify board staff in writing of his or her interest to be heard on a proposition or matter before the Board. The notification shall identify the person or entity, indicate support, opposition, or neutrality, and identify who will speak on behalf of a group or faction of persons consisting of 3 or more persons. Any person or entity appearing before the Board may use a pseudonym if he or she does not wish to be identified.

64B10-10.006 Unexcused Absences.

Unexcused absences shall include any absence other than: one caused by serious illness of a member preventing attendance; serious illness or death of an immediate family member; unavoidable travel delays or cancellations preventing attendance or a survey of the member’s facility. Members shall communicate the reason for any absence to the Executive Director prior to the meeting and the reason for the absence shall be made a part of the minutes of that meeting.

64B10-10.012 Board Business.

(1) For the purposes of Section 456.011(4), F.S., the Board defines “other business involving the board” as:
(a) All regularly scheduled meetings of Board committees, including the Continuing Education, Administrator-in-Training (AIT), Probable Cause, and Legislative committees;

(b) Whenever a board member has been requested by the State Surgeon General or the Department staff to participate in a meeting;

(c) Oral interviews with preceptor applicants under the provisions of the AIT rules (Chapter 64B10-16, F.A.C.);

(d) Visits by Monitors to the facility where the AIT is training (up to two visits during the one-year program); and,
(e) Such visits with the Department of Health as necessary and authorized by the Board to fulfill the purposes of Chapter 468, Part II, F.S., in general and Section 468.1685(8), F.S., in particular.

(2) Meetings, interviews, or participation by telephone do not constitute other board business, for purposes of this rule.

(3) Documentation of requests, authorizations, or notices for meetings under the terms of this rule shall be kept at the Board office.
