(1) The probable cause panel shall be composed of at least two (2) members and not more than three (3) members. Not more than one (1) of the panel members shall be a lay member. Two members of the panel may be either a former professional or consumer board member. Any former professional Board member serving shall hold an active license in good standing to practice osteopathic medicine. In any event, the panel must always contain a present board member.

(2) The probable cause panel shall include one (1) licensed physician assistant whenever disciplinary action against a physician assistant is considered. The physician assistant member of the panel shall be appointed by the Council on Physician Assistants and shall consider disciplinary action against physician assistants only.

(3) The probable cause panel members shall be selected by the Chair, except for the physician assistant enumerated in subsection (2) of this rule, one (1) of whom shall be selected by the Chair of the Board as the presiding officer of the panel.

(4) The determination as to whether probable cause exists that a violation of the provisions of Chapters 456 and 459, F.S., and/or the rules promulgated pursuant thereto, has occurred shall be made by a majority vote of the probable cause panel of the Board.

(1) A Board member’s absence from a Board meeting shall be considered unexcused if the Board member had not received approval of the Chair or the Chair’s designee prior to missing the meeting.  Reasons for granting excused absences shall be, but not limited to the following:

(a) Illness or injury of the Board member;

(b) Illness, injury or death of family member;

(c) Court order, subpoena, or business with a federal or state court or other governmental body;

(d) Travel delays or cancellations; and

(e) Any conflict or extraordinary circumstance or event approved by the Board Chair.

(2) Arriving late for a Board meeting or leaving early from a Board meeting without prior approval of the Chair or the Chair’s designee shall be considered an unexcused absence.

The Board of Osteopathic Medicine invites and encourages all members of the public to provide comment on matters or propositions before the Board or a committee of the Board. The opportunity to provide comment shall be subject to the following:

(1) Members of the public will be given an opportunity to provide comment on subject matters before the Board after an agenda item is introduced at a properly noticed board meeting.

(2) Members of the public shall be limited to 3 minutes to provide comment. This time shall not include time spent by the presenter responding to questions posed by Board members, staff or board counsel. The chair of the Board may extend the time to provide comment if time permits.

(3) Members of the public shall notify board staff in writing of his or her interest to be heard on a proposition or matter before the Board. The notification shall identify the person or entity, indicate support, opposition, or neutrality, and identify who will speak on behalf of a group or faction of persons consisting of 5or more persons. Any person or entity appearing before the Board may use a pseudonym if he or she do not wish to be identified.
