64B21-500.002 Application Form Required for Licensure.

Any person desiring a license to practice school psychology either through endorsement or by examination shall apply to the Department of Health. The application shall be made on incorporated by reference form DH-MQA 1067, (7/2022), Application for School Psychology Licensure, at http://www.flrules.org/Gateway/reference.asp?No=Ref-14882, which also can be obtained from the Department of Health, 4052 Bald Cypress Way, Bin #C05, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3255 or at http://www.doh.state.fl.us/mqa/schoolpsych.

64B21-500.005 Experience Required for Licensure.

(1) Each applicant for licensure shall submit verification of three (3) years experience in the practice of school psychology. Two (2) years of the three (3) year requirement shall consist of supervised experience in accordance with the provisions of this rule. One (1) year of experience consists of 1500 hours within twelve (12) consecutive months. No more than 1500 hours shall be credited for any consecutive twelve (12) month period. Any applicant who practices less than 1500 hours during any consecutive twelve (12) month period shall be credited on a pro-rata basis for experience obtained during that period.
(2) A minimum of 1 1/2 contact hours per week of face-to-face interactive supervision is required as a part of the two (2) years of supervised experience requirement.
(3) All supervision shall be performed by an individual who, prior to the onset of supervising an applicant, has met educational and experience requirements for school psychology licensure, and is:

(a) Certified or licensed as a school psychologist in any jurisdiction, or

(b) A licensed psychologist.

(4) Supervision shall involve all of the following:

(a) A focus on the raw data from the student’s clinical work, which is made directly available to the supervisor through such means as written clinical materials, direct observation and video and audio recordings; and,
(b) A process which is clearly distinguishable from personal psychotherapy or didactic instruction.

64B21-500.009 Education Requirements for School Psychologists.

(1) For the purposes of Section 490.005(2), F.S., a program of study primarily psychological in nature shall be defined as a program in which the majority of courses are in social, behavioral, and psychological sciences.

(2) An equivalent degree shall be defined as a master’s or higher degree in a program primarily psychological in nature with coursework totaling sixty (60) semester or ninety (90) quarter hours in areas relevant to school psychology consisting of the following:

(a) Nine (9) semester or twelve (12) quarter hours in Psychological Foundations, consisting of courses from the following concentrations:

1. Human Development

2. Human Learning

3. Psychology of Personality

4. Child or Adolescent Psychology

5. Educational Psychology

6. Human Exceptionality

7. Abnormal Psychology

AND

(b) Six (6) semester or nine (9) quarter hours in Educational Foundations, consisting of courses from the following concentrations:

1. The Role and Function of School Psychologists

2. Curriculum in the Schools

3. Purposes and Organization of Schools

4. Educational Administration

5. Remedial Instruction Techniques

6. Special Education

7. Social Foundations of Education

8. Social Psychology

AND

(c) Nine (9) semester or twelve (12) quarter hours in Psycho-Educational Evaluation Methods to include at least one course in individual intellectual assessment and courses from the following concentrations:

1. Psycho-Educational Assessment

2. Statistics and Research Design

3. Tests and Measurement

AND

(d) Nine (9) semester or twelve (12) quarter hours in Psycho-Educational Interventions, consisting of courses from the following concentrations:

1. Consultation

2. Behavior Modification

3. Counseling and Interviewing Techniques

4. Organization and Administration of Pupil Services

(3) For licensure by examination, applicants must submit evidence of completion of a supervised practicum, an internship, or field experience in a setting which requires counseling and other school psychology skills.

64B21-500.011 Examinations.

(1) The department hereby designates the specialty area examination in school psychology developed and administered by the Educational Testing Service (ETS) as the licensure examination. An applicant for examination for licensure must apply directly to the Educational Testing Service (ETS), Princeton, New Jersey and submit payment of applicable fees for scheduling of the examination.

(2) In order to be eligible for licensure, all candidates must receive a passing score. Any applicant who fails to achieve a passing score must reapply for reexamination.

(3) The examination shall be multiple choice. All items will be weighted equally in scoring the (ETS) examination. All scoring procedures and the determination of the minimum passing score shall be determined by the National Association for School Psychology (NASP) and ETS. The subject areas of the examination shall include assessment, intervention, evaluation, professional practice, psychological foundations, and educational foundations.

(4) Persons who have applied for and taken the licensure examination as defined in subsection 64B21-500.011(1), F.A.C., and who have official documentation of a passing score submitted to the Department shall be deemed to have successfully completed the licensure examination. Official documentation of a passing score is defined as the original score report issued directly by the test administration agency, the score report provided by the licensing agency of another state or territory of the United States or a score confirmation letter from the National Association of School Psychologists (NASP) provided directly from the NASP to the Department without any qualification, reservation, or irregularity. In order to be acceptable under this section, such score must have been obtained subsequent to March 1, 1988.
