Areas where defensive tactics are used for practical exercises shall be equipped with a first aid kit. The first aid kit shall be located at the facility when basic recruit students are actively engaged in practical exercises, and shall be immediately accessible to instructors and basic recruit students.  

The first aid kit shall include at a minimum the following supplies: 

	a. Protective gloves of varying sizes

b. Pocket mask with one-way valve

c. Gauze bandage; one roll any size 4” x 6 yards
d. Adhesive bandages; one box of 1” or 2”

e. One roll of adhesive tape

f. Cold pack, or plastic bags and ice to make a cold pack

g. One pair of blunt tipped scissors

h. Emergency blanket
