	3. REGULATED ARTICLE(S): All life stages of phytophagous snails or slugs; plants, plant parts, yard waste, and any article capable of transporting or harboring plant-feeding snails or slugs.


To limit the artificial spread of phytophagous (plant-feeding) snails or slugs, regulated establishments agree to abide by the following conditions as required by the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services (FDACS).  Violation of any stipulation of this agreement may result in prosecution as provided in Sections 581.141 and 581.211, F.S. 

I/we agree to handle, pack, process and move regulated articles in accordance with applicable plant quarantines; use all permits and certificates in accordance with instructions; maintain and offer for inspection such records as may be required, and abide by the following stipulations:

1. EXCLUSION OF THE PEST
A. Deal in nursery stock that has been inspected and approved by the Division of Plant Industry (DPI) (or imported only in compliance with Florida laws) and accompanied by a valid inspection certificate as required by Chapter 581, F.S.
B. Apply a labeled molluscicide containing metaldehyde to the entire property including all regulated articles, nursery stock, empty containers, storage areas, and any other area that could harbor snails or slugs.
C. Inspect plants and any other article capable of harboring snails or slugs at the time of delivery.  If phytophagous snails or slugs are detected, contact the Division of Plant Industry immediately.
D. Maintain a designated receiving area for incoming shipments of regulated articles from entities that are not under compliance for phytophagous snails or slugs.  Treat this material immediately with a labeled molluscicide containing metaldehyde at a minimum of 3.25% active ingredient.”
E. Inspect plants and any other article capable of harboring snails or slugs on a quarterly basis throughout the growing season by trained personnel.

2. SANITATION

A. Use media, pots, trays, etc., that are free from all life stages of snails or slugs.
B. Maintain regulated articles in areas where they are kept free of weeds, debris, or other materials, which are good habitats for snails and slugs. 
C. For nursery stock dealers where on-site treatment is not achievable, the application of a labeled molluscicide must be applied to nursery stock prior to receiving.  

D. Prior to shipment, plants, and packaging will be cleaned of all debris.
E. Prior to shipment, all plant material and packaging must be inspected by trained nursery personnel to ensure freedom from snails or slugs. 
F. Harvesting, packing, and transportation equipment used on regulated articles must be visually inspected for freedom of regulated snails or slugs before being moved from the location.

G. Regulated debris and articles of refuse removed from the location shall be disposed of at an approved solid waste facility.

3. INSPECTION

A. If phytophagous snails and slugs are detected, they shall be reported immediately to DPI.

B. The regulated establishment shall allow DPI access to conduct inspections and collect samples as needed.
4. TRAINING

A. The participant shall educate and train appropriate personnel on the following:

1. Recognizing basic signs and symptoms of phytophagous snails and slugs. 

· Place posters or photographs of phytophagous snails and slugs in visible areas.
2. Basic identification of phytophagous snails and slugs and proper pest exclusion methods.
3. Ensure proper sanitation practices to meet the intent of the compliance agreement.
4. The stipulations of the Compliance Agreement Phytophagous Snails and Slugs, FDACS-08080, 
Rev. 02/25.
5. Best Management Practices for control of snails and slugs as provided by universities or other
  researchers.
5. RECORD KEEPING/TRACEABILITY

A. The following records shall be maintained for a minimum of twenty-four (24) months and shall be made available to DPI upon request:
1. Complete bill of lading for all incoming nursery stock and regulated articles.
2. Location of the holding and receiving area for incoming regulated articles.
3. Complete bill of lading for all outgoing nursery stock and regulated articles that indicate the shipment date, quantity, plants shipped, and physical address of the destination.
4. Metaldehyde applications.
5. All inspection records.
6. Personnel training (dates, attendees, subject matter, trainer).
B. The participant shall allow DPI to audit all necessary records and protocols to ensure compliance with the above-mentioned requirements.  Interviews of employees may also be conducted to ensure compliance with training requirements.
The affixing of the signatures below will validate this agreement, which shall remain in effect until canceled, but may be revised as necessary or revoked for noncompliance.
