* All costs include applicable contractor overhead, indirect costs, profit, taxes, permitting, etc.

Any other costs that are associated with construction activities at this address are not authorized for grant reimbursement and should be invoiced separately to the homeowner. 
* Any difference in total amount between the invoice and the Cover Sheet should be noted in the notes box above.

Contractor’s Responsibilities
- Must be an authorized Contractor from the list included in the MSFH portal. 
- Must obtain a permit for any construction, and that permit must be provided to the MSFH final inspector for review.
- Provide detailed back-up quote with this invoice cover sheet.

Townhomes are only eligible for improvement 4.0 (Opening Protection).

For Matching Grants – The homeowner is eligible to receive a $2 reimbursement from the state for every $1 contribution from the homeowner towards the mitigation project, up to a maximum $10,000 state reimbursement with a $5,000 homeowner contribution. The homeowner must pay in full for the construction up front and will not be reimbursed for any mitigation project costs surpassing $15,000 ($10,000 state reimbursement + $5,000 homeowner contribution).

The homeowner is eligible to receive a reimbursement from the state equal to two-thirds (2/3) of mitigation project costs, up to a maximum reimbursement of $10,000. The homeowner must pay in full for the construction up front and is responsible for the other one-third (1/3) of mitigation project costs plus any mitigation project costs beyond $15,000.

For Low-Income Grants – The homeowner is eligible to receive up to $10,000 from the state that will immediately be paid to the contractor for mitigation project costs. Any mitigation project costs beyond $10,000 will not be paid for by the state and are performed at the risk of the contractor.

The low-income homeowner is eligible to receive funding from the state equal to the mitigation project cost, up to a maximum funding of $10,000, that will immediately be paid to the contractor. The low-income homeowner is not required to pay any money up front but is responsible for any mitigation project costs beyond $10,000.
