What is the My Safe Florida Home Program?
The My Safe Florida Home Program (MSFH Program or Program) was recently re-enacted during a Special Session of the Florida State Legislature and has two (2) primary components to be administered by the Department of Financial Services (DFS or Department):
1. Provide eligible Florida homeowners, free of charge and with no obligation, a home inspection that identifies the current hurricane resistant features of their home and recommended improvements to further strengthen their homes against hurricane winds.
2. Provide qualifying Florida homeowners with a matching grant to perform specific wind mitigation improvements recommended by their free Program inspection to strengthen their home against hurricanes and save money on their Wind Insurance Premiums.

Who is eligible to receive a hurricane mitigation inspection? 
ANY Floridian whose home is a site-built, single-family, residential property with homestead exemption is eligible to apply. (A “site-built home” is a home constructed at its permanent location.)

Who is eligible to apply for a mitigation grant?
The following criteria will be used to approve grant applicants:
1. You must have applied for, been approved for, and received a free home hurricane inspection through the Program.
2. You must provide proof of homestead exemption. If you need assistance obtaining a copy of your homestead exemption information, please confer with your local Property Appraiser or Tax Collector Office. Click here to find your local officials.
3. You must provide documentation that your home is insured for less than or exactly $700,000 and have ready a copy of your current property insurance declarations page. If you do not have a copy, contact your home insurance company.
4. The initial building construction permit for the home must have been issued prior to January 1, 2008. If you are unsure of when your home was built, please contact your local officials. This information is frequently available through the website or office of your Property Appraiser.
5. The home must have undergone a MSFH Program free home inspection.

Homeowners must allow the home to be re-inspected after construction work has been completed. This re-inspection is provided at no cost by the Department through the Program.

When can I get an inspection on my home?
The MSFH Program will assign you an authorized home inspector via email upon application approval. After assignment, the inspector will contact you to schedule a convenient time for your inspection.

When can I apply for a grant?
You can apply for a grant after a participating home inspector has conducted your free home inspection and you have received an inspection report. You can answer some pre-qualifying questions on the inspection application to see whether you may qualify for a grant. Please note that the pre-qualification questions are not a final determination of your grant qualifications. 

How much can I receive through the grant process? 
According to section 215.5586(2)(b), F.S., “All grants must be matched on the basis of $1 provided by the applicant for $2 provided by the state up to a maximum state contribution of $10,000 toward the actual cost of the mitigation project.” In other words, the homeowner must contribute funds equal to one-third (1/3) of the cost of the project to be reimbursed for the remaining two-thirds (2/3) up to a maximum state contribution of $10,000.

Low-Income Homeowners 
As defined in section 420.0004(11), F.S., low-income homeowners, who otherwise meet the requirements of paragraphs (a), (c), (e), and (f) are eligible for a grant of up to $10,000 and are NOT required to provide a matching amount to receive the grant. The MSFH Program may accept a certification directly from a low-income homeowner that the homeowner meets the requirements of section 420.0004(11), F.S., if the homeowner provides such certification in a signed or electronically verified statement made under penalty of perjury.

What types of mitigation projects will be considered for homeowners? 
Please review the Authorized Improvement Guide here for more information.
Only the improvements recommended in your inspection report will be authorized for reimbursement. No other improvements are authorized under the Program.
Improvement 1 – Reinforcing roof-to-wall connections.
Improvement 2 – Improving the strength of your roof deck attachment.
Improvement 3 – Creating a secondary water barrier to prevent water intrusion.
Improvements 4 – Opening Protection (Windows)
Improvements 5 – Opening Protection Exterior Doors (includes Garage Doors)

Are there any other incentives to offset cost for mitigation? 
NO state sales tax (6%) will be charged on retail purchases of impact-resistant doors, impact-resistant garage doors, and impact-resistant windows from July 1, 2022 through June 30, 2024.

Can I use my own inspector? 
An inspector is assigned to you upon approval of your inspection application. You will receive a notification of your assigned inspector who will get in touch with you to schedule an inspection. You may not use another inspector to qualify for a Program grant and the Program will not reimburse you for an inspection obtained from a non-participating inspector.

Who can be an inspector? 
Hurricane inspectors, at a minimum, must meet the following criteria:
1. Are certified as a building inspector under section 468.607, F.S. 
2. Are licensed as a general, building, or residential contractor under section 489.111, F.S. 
3. Are licensed as a professional engineer under section 471.015, F.S., and who have passed the appropriate equivalency test of the building code training program as required by section 553.841, F.S. 
4. Are licensed as a professional architect under section 481.213, F.S.
5. Are a home inspector licensed under section 468.8314, F.S., who has completed at least three (3) hours of hurricane mitigation training approved by the Construction Industry Licensing Board, which includes hurricane mitigation techniques and compliance with the Uniform Mitigation Verification Form and completion of a proficiency exam.

Can I choose my own contractor to complete the work on my house? 
The Department will provide a list of contractors that have agreed to participate in the Program. Applicants will be required to use a contractor from that list. Using a contractor that is not on the Program list will result in a denial of your grant.

1. Evidence of Homestead Exemption. The best proof is usually a recent copy of the real estate property tax bill issued by each unit owner’s County Tax Collector, showing: 
· The address of the unit;
· Name of the unit owner(s); and 
· An “Exemption” of at least $25,000.

Alternatively, proof of homestead exemption may often be obtained from your local Property Appraiser’s website. Most county Property Appraisers maintain a website available to the public, where you may locate information about your property, including verifying homestead exemption. A computer print-out from your Property Appraiser’s website confirming your homestead exemption is sufficient proof for purposes of this application if the printout shows: 
· The address of the unit;
