
 Aquatic Plant Control Permit Application Instructions 
1. Click on Login Page to apply or go to MyFWC.com 
2. Select Licenses & Permits (9‐Squares/click Middle Square). 
3. To the right, under Other Licenses and Permits, select Aquatic Plants. 
4. Under How do I obtain an Aquatic Plant Management Permit, select Apply Online. 

Registering for a New Account 
1. First-time applicants, click Register Account. 
2. Choose Individual Account for property owners or Non-Individual Account for businesses, HOAs, trusts, etc. Accounts must match your counties’ property appraiser records. 
3. Complete required fields and Check the Box to authorize FWC to send information and final agency permitting actions by either e-mail or mail, then click Next to continue. 
4. Message will appear “New FWC Account Created. Your new FWC account was created successfully.” 
5. Enter Contact Details, Phone Number, and Phone Type. Check the authorization box and click Save Phone. 
6. Confirm by text or phone call. Enter the Confirmation Code provided and click Next to continue. 
7. Under Personal Information, enter Date of Birth (for individual accounts only). 
8. Confirm country of residence (ID not required). 
9. Enter Street Address and Mailing Address, then click Complete Registration. You will automatically be directed to the Dashboard after a short wait. 

Applying for a New Permit 
1. Click on Apply for a New Permit from the dropdown box in the upper right corner, above the red tile. 
2. Choose Aquatic Plant Control Permit. Then answer the Certification Question and click Next. 
3. Review your Contact Information and fill in any Required Fields. 
4. Under Application Access, switch from Inactive to Active if you want FWC to be able to contribute or modify the application and click Next to continue. 
5. Choose Street Address to populate the site location or select Management Site Address to enter the address, if it’s different from the street address provided in your account profile. 
6. Select the County/Counties where the waterbody is located and enter the Name of the Waterbody. 
7. Describe the Purpose and Benefits of the project and upload a Site Map. 
8. Upload Conservation Easement documents (if applicable). 
9. If there was a previous permit for the site, search for a Previous Permit number. If you want the permit issued without modifications, choose YES and it will auto-populate plants and methods from previous permit (not editable). If you choose NO, or if there was no previous permit, you must enter them manually. 
10. Enter Type of Plant and Control Area. If you do not know the names of plants or control methods, type “Plant”, and select “Other” for control method. Then click Add. 
11. Enter Registered Agent (optional) by clicking Search, entering their information, and selecting your vendor. By entering an agent, you authorize them to act on your behalf during the application process. 
12. Click Finish. Then Review and Submit. 
13. Answer the required questions. Sign the application and click Submit. 
14. After submitting your application, click on the Submitted Applications tile to retrieve your application number. SAVE THIS NUMBER for reference, if you need to contact FWC. 
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
