[bookmark: PERMIT_APPLICATION]HOW TO APPLY FOR COYOTE CABLE RESTRAINT TRAP PERMIT


To obtain a Coyote Cable Restraint Trap Permit under Florida Administrative Code Rule 68A-32.003(2), please visit https://myfwc.com/wildlifehabitats/wildlife/trapping-rules/ and click on the link to complete the online application. This permit will be issued only under Nuisance Permits and Trap Deviations in Florida Administrative Code Rule 68A-32.003, F.A.C. for a property owner or lessee. The trapper operating under this permit must have already completed the required Florida Rules Trapping Course and the designated trap type course and have a current Wildlife Trapping Permit. The following information will be needed to complete the application:

6. Landowner’s primary phone number
7. Landowner’s secondary phone number

9. Landowner’s authorization for FWC to send requests for additional information and final agency permitting actions by either e-mail or express delivery
10. Trapper’s name
11. Trapper’s date of birth
12. Trapper’s organization/agency/business name (if applicable)
13. Trapper’s mailing address
14. Trapper’s primary phone number
15. Trapper’s secondary phone number
16. Trapper’s email address
17. Trapper permit number
18. Attestation that trapper has never been convicted of, found guilty of any criminal or non-criminal violation, regardless of adjudication or plea entered (including a violation of chapter 379, F.S.; section 828.12, F.S.; rules of the Commission similar laws or rules in another jurisdiction) or crime involving cruelty to animals
       a.   If you have been found guilty of such violations, regardless of adjudication or plea entered, then you must explain and list the type of violation(s) cited and the county/state where the violation occurred 

19. Indication as to whether trapper has ever had a fish or wildlife-related permit suspended or revoked, and an explanation if the answer is yes
20. Property or tract name where trapping will occur

22. Physical address
23. Property size (acres)
24. Driving directions (from nearest town)
