Mediation Procedures for Mobile Home Owners
The purpose of this form is to request the appointment of a mediator by the Division of Florida Condominiums, Timeshares, and Mobile Homes (“Division”) to help resolve a dispute involving a proposed lot rental increase, reduction in services or utilities provide by park owner, or change in rules and regulations, as described in a 90-day notice issued to affected homeowners. 
This petition must be submitted by the homeowners’ committee, as duly designated by a homeowners’ association. In the absence of a homeowners’ association, then by a majority of affected homeowners.  
Before filing, the homeowners’ committee must complete the statutory meeting process required by section 723.037(4), Florida Statutes.  The committee and park owner must meet within 60 days of the notice to discuss the proposed change.
To initiate mediation, the Petition must be filed with the Division within 30 days after the last scheduled meeting between the committee and park owner.  A completed DBPR Form 34-001 Petition for Mediation by Homeowners, along with all required exhibits and documentation, must be submitted to the Division.
Upon filing the petition with the Division, the mobile homeowners’ committee must provide to the park owner, by certified mail, return receipt requested, a copy of completed BPR Form 34-001 – Petition for Mediation by Homeowners and all supporting exhibits and documentation. 
The Division will appoint a mediator unless the parties mutually agree by writing on a mediator and notify the Division in writing within 20 days of receipt of a completed petition.
Each party is responsible for paying the mediator fee as required by Section 723.038(4), Florida Statutes. Each party must pay a $250 filing fee directly to the appointed mediator within 30 days of notification of appointment. The filing fee shall not be submitted to the Division.
The Division shall dismiss a petition if: 	
· The petition does not comply with statutory or administrative rule requirements; or
· The petitioner fails to timely correct deficiencies identified by the Division following notice. 
Within 10 days after receipt of a petition from the mobile homeowners’ committee, the park owner may file objections to the petition with the Division.
Pursuant to section 723.037(6), Florida Statues, "If a party requests mediation and the opposing party refuses to agree to mediate upon proper request, the party refusing to mediate shall not be entitled to attorney’s fees in any action relating to a dispute described in this section.”
