This form is for use by informal providers (also known as Family Friends and Neighbors or FFNs) authorized in the state's Child Care and Development Fund Plan as approved by the United States Department of Health and Human Services pursuant to 45 C.F.R. s. 98.18. The form includes requirements that are in addition to, not in lieu of, any requirements specified in Form DEL-SR 20. [bookmark: a._In_accordance_with_s._1002.88(1)(c),_]In accordance with s. 1002.88(1)(c), F.S., PROVIDER agrees to comply with the health and safety standards and checklist(s) established pursuant to ss. 1002.82(2)(i), F.S., and Rule 6M-4.620, F.A.C., and verified by the Department of Children and Families or, if applicable, a local licensing agency.

b. [bookmark: b.__In_accordance_with_s._1002.88(1)(e),]	In accordance with s. 1002.88(1)(e), F.S., PROVIDER agrees to employ child care personnel, as defined in s. 402.302(3), F.S., who have satisfied the screening requirements of chapter 402 and fulfilled the training requirements of the Division of Early Learning pursuant to Rule 6M-4.620, F.A.C.

2. [bookmark: 2._Staff_to_Children_Ratio._PROVIDER_agr]Staff to Children Ratio. PROVIDER agrees that it may not serve more than five (5) children as an informal provider. PROVIDER agrees and acknowledges that it must only provide care for the children from one family.

PROVIDER must add COALITION as a named certificate holder and as an additional insured. PROVIDER must provide COALITION with a minimum of ten (10) calendar days' advance written notice of cancellation of or changes to coverage. The insurance required by this paragraph must remain in full force and effect for the entire period of the Contract.
