
[image: ]APPLICATION FOR A FRESHWATER FISHERIES SPECIAL ACTIVITY PERMIT FOR THE COLLECTION OF FISH FOR SCIENTIFIC RESEARCH, EXHIBITION, OR MANAGEMENT PURPOSES (68A-9.003, F.A.C.) 





A permit is required in all waters to take freshwater aquatic life not otherwise permitted by Division 68A, F.A.C. Freshwater Fisheries Special Activity Permits are issued only after the agency has received a completed application and has evaluated whether the proposed activity is an appropriate use of the state’s resources and does not conflict with agency programs. Specific conditions will be attached to all permits based on the information provided. Applications will be processed by the Fisheries Administrator in the region of permittee’s residence or region in which work is to be done if all collecting is to be done in one region. All Special Activity Permits expire December 31 of the year issued. If you wish to have your permit renewed, please send in your permit application 30 days before the expiration date. A report is required by rule. Please submit the report when you request renewal. 

Note: This same application form can be used for amendments or revisions via email or mail subsequent to issuance of a permit.
