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Shore-Based Shark Fishing Education Course Instructions
The following is the complete instructions to access the information and materials in the “Shore-Based Shark Fishing Education Course,” accessed in the FWC eLearning portal. These instructions are provided to assist individuals who wish to participate in shore-based shark fishing comply with the education course and permitting requirements for that fishery as provided by 68B-44.009, F.A.C. Creation of User Profile

The individual must create a user profile in the eLearning portal prior to registering for the Shore-Based Shark Fishing education course, unless an individual already has a user profile for the portal.   The following are required to create a user profile:
· First and last name.
· E-mail address.
· Creation of login credentials: user name and password.
After creation of the profile, or logging into an existing profile, the individual shall select “Shore-Based Shark Fishing Education Course” from the available list of registrations and permits in the eLearning portal to begin the education course.

Shore-Based Shark Fishing Education Course
Individuals who view the entire “Shore-Based Shark Fishing Education Course” and successfully complete the test questions provided within the course shall receive a one-time unique identification code to input when selecting to add the “Shore-Based Shark Fishing Permit” to their saltwater fishing license. 
Shore-Based Shark Fishing Permit

Once the code is received, individuals will go to the FWC licensing system at GoOutdoorsFlorida.com where they will be required to log in or create a new account if they have not done so before. 

Once signed in, click the “Purchase a License” tab, and then navigate to the Shore-based Shark Fishing Permit and click “Add to Cart.” When prompted, type in the unique identification code (provided at the completion of the education course). Complete the process of obtaining this no-cost permit by confirming the selection.

Note: Unless exempt from license requirements, a saltwater fishing license must be on the customer account to allow a customer to add the Shore-based Shark Fishing Permit to their cart.
