VESSEL TURN-IN PROGRAM WAIVER AND RELEASE
1. The undersigned is a titled owner of the vessel described below (hereinafter “vessel”), which is the subject of an application to the Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission (“Commission”) for the vessel to be considered for eligibility to be destroyed and disposed of by the Vessel Turn-In Program (VTIP), administered by the Commission:

2. The undersigned hereby acknowledges that he or she is the titled owner/one of the titled owners of the vessel and that he or she has the authority to execute this waiver and make the authorizations related to the vessel.
3. The Commission and/or other local, State or Federal government entities will bear the costs of removal of the vessel from the waters of the State as well as the costs of the destruction and disposal of the vessel. These costs would ordinarily be borne by the owner or insurer of the vessel. 
4. The undersigned hereby waives all interest of any kind, now existing or in the future, in the vessel, all parts thereof, and all property therein. The undersigned hereby grants permission to the Commission to immediately or at some later time to destroy and dispose of the vessel, all parts thereof, and all property therein, and to notify the Florida Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles to destroy the title to the vessel. 
5. The undersigned hereby releases and forever discharges the United States of America and its elected officials, agents, employees, agencies, and volunteers; the State of Florida and its elected officials, agents, employees, agencies, and volunteers, including the Commission and the Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles; and all local governments of the State of Florida and their elected officials, agents, employees, agencies, and volunteers from all claims and demands, actions and causes of action arising under the laws of the State of Florida or the United States of America, and any and all damages, costs, expenses and compensation arising from the Commission possessing, maintaining and/or destroying the vessel described in paragraph 3, all parts thereof, and all property therein. The undersigned also hereby waives any future suit, challenge, claim, or cause of action of any kind and of whatever nature, and in any forum whatsoever, which have been, or which might be made against any of those listed in this paragraph based on the Commission or its agent’s removal of the vessel from the waters of this State, its destruction, and its disposal, including the removal, destruction and disposal of all parts thereof and all property therein. 
6. The undersigned acknowledges that he or she has had an opportunity to consult with an attorney, and hereby acknowledges and affirmatively states that he/she has signed this waiver freely, voluntarily, and without any coercion, threat, or promise.
